POROUS PAVEMENT SPECIFICATIONS UPDATED BY UNIVERSITY OF NEW HAMPSHIRE STORMWATER CENTER

The University of New Hampshire Stormwater Center has updated its design Specifications for Porous Asphalt Pavement and Infiltration Beds.  In recent years, Superpave has drawn national attention as an asphalt binder with polymer which has been found to make pavement material last longer. The update to the Specifications includes information on an alternative mix design using the same asphalt binder used in Superpave.  

In Philadelphia, Riverside Materials has pioneered use of the newest mix, and uses state of the art pavement production and placement techniques for porous pavement in Philadelphia Housing Authority projects.
